Each bowler in match play will bowl four match play games with the last game a 


position round. 30 pins will be awarded to the winner of each match, 15 pins to each 


bowler in case of a tie.

4.
The top five bowlers will bowl stepladder finals, fifth bowling fourth, the winner 


bowling third, etc.

AWARDS:
1.
$100 in scholarship funds for the high six game series in qualifying.

2.
$50 in scholarship funds for the high game in qualifying.

3. Plaque for the champion.
4. Scholarship funds as follows: 1st - $400, 2nd - $300, 3rd - $200, 4th - $150, 5th - $100
5. Scholarship funds will be administered by the SMART program.

Every participant must be a current USBC Youth member.

Bowlers must wear their VIR-MAR-DISTRICT 600 Club patch or pay a $1.00 fine.

The 2010-11 USBC Youth rules will apply and govern this tournament.

All bowlers will bowl scratch.
