Lowe wins 600 Club Tournament of Champions
Second seed Brandon Lowe of the District defeated top seed Rodney Eckles of Fairfax 206-191 to win the 21st annual NCAUSBCA Youth 600 Club Tournament of Champions held at Bowl America Falls Church on May 1st.  Lowe averaged 197.3 for 12 games.

Fourth seed Malcolm James of Woodbridge Defeated fifth seed Nick Hardy of Huntingtown 187-125 in the first stepladder match (which followed a six-game qualifier and four games of match play) and then defeated third seed Robert Alston of Mitchellville 158-136 before losing to Lowe 203-198.
The Tournament of Champions awarded $1,425 in scholarship money to the 5 finalists.  Lowe earned $400, Eckles $300, James $200, Alston $150, and Hardy $100.  All scholarship funds will be administered through the USBC SMART program.
Other match play finalists: 6, Jason Eman of Springfield; 7, Chris Ward of Manassas; 8, Tyler Brooks of Brandywine; 9, Shalonda Boone of Hyattsville; and 10, Zane Evans of South Riding.  They each earned $25 in scholarship money.
There were a total of 21 bowlers that participated in the tournament.  It took an average of 181.8 for 6 games to advance to match play.
Alston was the top qualifier with a 1211 6-game total (201.8 average), earning $100 in scholarship money and Brooks had the top game during qualifying with a 277, earning $50 in scholarship money.
